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AT a community of women should offer to the English Church a new book of Offices,

appears presumptuous as well as unnecessary, unless some explanation be given of the
causes which led to the attempt. 8. Margaret’s Sisterhood, founded by the Rev.J. M. Neale, in
1854, was early provided with a Ms. translation, abridged and simplified, of the shorter Sarum
Hours, and with various other offices, selected from Roman or Gallican uses, where Sarum was
insufficient or apparently unsatisfactory. For although Dr. Neale considered the Sarum book
as that of which the adoption was generally binding upon us, he preferred a degree of eclecticism
to a servile following of the old English use, when better offices were to be found elsewhere.

Other persons, aware of our possessing many Mss., asked us to prepare a book which
should supply offices yet wanting in existing manuals, and provide abundance of materials for
devotion from which they might select portions suitable for use. We have thus endeavoured
to respond to their request, and the present volume is the careful, but very imperfect result of
our labours, containing, besides much suppl tary matter, the Breviary Offices from Prime
to Compline inclusive, Matins being already in course of publication separately.

In this compilation, our founder’s plan has been retained; 4.e. Sarum has been followed
wherever possible. The Psalter, and Proper of Seasons exactly reproduce Sarum, with a few
abbreviations and simplifications ; pt a few alterati tioned below.*

If it be asked why the Roman books would not suffice us, and why we should try to
resuscitate a use long dead, we answer that the Gallican breviaries present us with rich and
varied treasures of Scriptural applications, and mystical interpretations, which might be sought
vainly in the Roman forms; and that 8arum far surpasses Rome in the dignity and variety of its
daily office; in its absence of unseemly haste, (as when Rome continually replaces longer
Psalms by Ps, cxvii.) and in its sedulous and hearty use of continual intercession for living and
dead.+ -

But when we arrive at the Common and Proper of Saints, Sarum shines no more. Every one

quainted with the R breviary must have been struck by the excessive poverty of the
Offices of the Blessed Virgin Mary, where one place idea is repeated continually, with
mere transposition of words, and 4lmost the whole mass of Old Test t type and prophecy is
neglected or ignored, (if not misapplied, as in the case of Ecclus. xxiv.). Sarum disappointingly

* The Antiphons to the Psalms are doubled at certain times, according to ordinary present
use. The Christmas Eve Vesper Hymn is continued through the Octave, as in the Benedictine
Breviary, instead of, as in Sarum, using A4 solis ortus both at Lauds and Vespers. The proper
Office of 8. Thomas of Canterbury is changed for the Common of a Martyr, the Antiphon,
V. and Ry. to the Memorial, being all that are retained from the original. The Ants. at Vespers
in Epiphany-tide are according to York, Sarum retaining the Ants. of Christmas. The Saturday
Ants, after Trinity are from the Roman Breviary : because it was y to take the lect y
for Matins from that source, and those Ants. must agree with the lectionary of the current
month. The Memorials are simplified. The Whitsun-tide Sequence at Compline is exchanged
for Vent Sancte Spiritus. It should be added, that, also according to Dr, Neale’s usage, in ac-
cordance with the present custom of the English Church, invocations of Saints and Angels are
as a rule omitted, except when occurring in Psalms, Canticles, ete.

+ With regard to the last assertion it may be mentioned, that, as will be seen in the body of
the book, the fifteen Gradual Psalms were recited daily in Lent, with the noble Litany, ¢‘ for the
whole Church of God”; and that one nocturn of the Office of the Dead was to be said, whenever
unhindered by Festivals, after Matins of the day. Our forefathers grudged no time nor pains in
their prayers, and although it may not now be practicable for many to use them in extenso, it is
as well, in these days of hurry, to have such and leisurely Offices before our eyes.
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falls to quite as low a level in this respect. Besides this, the Offices are disfigured by jingling
and alliterative Antiphons, which indeed bear their testimony to the English love of the grotesque,
but possess neither dignity nor beauty.

For these Offices therefore, we have drawn extensively from other sources, principally the
Breviaries of Paris, Rouen, Coutances, Beauvais, Noyon; besides the Benedictine, (whose
authority in England ranks next to that of S8arum). Added to which, we have drawn from the
Reformed Roman Breviary, for several points of practical utility. But we have invented nothing
anywhere, except one Office in the Common of Saints :—Vespers for the 8ick ; Matins and Lauds
having been prepared long since by Dr. Neale from Card. Thomasius, who however furnishes
searce any hints for Vespers.

In the Proper of Saints, the Offices of 8. Andrew, Conversion of 8. Paul, Nativity of 8. John
Baptist, 88. Peter and Paul, Commemoration of 8. Paul, S. Mary Magdalene, Holy Name,
8. Michael and all Angels, (chiefly) are from S8arum. The rest are principally Gallican. In the
Common of Holy-days, all the Hymns and the selection of Psalms, the Common of Apostles in
Easter-tide, and through the year, are S8arum. The Common of the Blessed Virgin and the
other Offices are chiefly Gallican. The Commendatory Prayers are from the Parisian and
Benedictine books. The Office of the Dead is Roman.

‘We are at a loss to express our sense of the extreme and unwearied kindness of all to whom
'we have applied for that assistance, without which, our task, difficult for us in any case, would
have been entirely hopeless, For advice, inf tion, loan of valuable books, permission to
reprint translated Hymns, and the translation of several expressly for this book, we return
thanks to the Revs. L. Alison, R. F. Littledale, G. Moultrie, W. J. Copeland, E. Caswall, and
J. D. Chambers, Esq.; and most especially to the Rev. W. J. Blew, ‘‘ whose learning is only
equalled by his courtesy,” and who, in addition to other most important assistance, has been at
the pains to draw out for this work a Sarum table of ocourrence and concurrence.

We have also to acknowledge the obliging politeness with which Mr, Masters and Messrs.
Novello and Co. have permitted us to reprint many of Dr. Neale’s copyright Hymns.

Great pains have been taken to discover and secure the permission of the translators of the
Hymns used in this book : but if any inadvertent mistake has been made in this matter, we beg
to be apprised of it, in order to its correction in a future edition.




GENERAL NOTES.

MeMorIALS. . Memorials are made at Lauds and Vespers only. When the
Office of any Feast or of a greater feria is superseded by that of a greater Feast,
a Memorial is made of the day whose office is omitted altogether, or at first or
second Vespers only. Memorials are formed thus:

1) Antiphon to Benedictus or Magnificat from the Office which is omitted.
2) V.and Ry. following the Hymn in the same Office.
(3) The Collect of the Office, preceded by The Lord be, etc., and Let us pray.
Common Memorials are set down at the beginning of the Common of Saints, to
be used on those Feasts, when it may appear expedient not to use the whole Office
of the Saint. They will take precedence of the Memorials in the Psalter. These
Feasts are marked * in the Kalendar and in the Proper of Saints. If a Feast
having its own Office set down in the Proper of Saints be commemorated by a
Memorial only, such Memorial may be formed from the Proper Office, according to
the rule given above. The Memorials on page 65 are said on Saturdays from
Trinity to Advent exclusively. The number of Collects said at one Office must not
be greater than seven, that being the number of petitions in the Lord’s Prayer;
therefore more than six Memorials cannot be said.

AntreHONS. The Antiphons to Benedictus, Magnificat, and Nune Dimittis are
sung before and after the Canticles on all Principal and Greater Doubles. At other
times the first few words only are said before the -Canticle, the whole being said
after. In this latter way Antiphons to Psalms are always said according to the
use of Sarum. The Roman use, as being more generally practised, is followed in
this book. 'When the words of an Antiphon are taken f{om the beginning of the
Psalm or Canticle, they are not repeated, but the Psalm is continued from the
point where the Antiphon ceased.

Correcrs, If the Collect be addressed to the Father, it is concluded, Through
Jesus Christ our Lord, etc. If to the Son: Who livest and reignest, ete. If in the
beginning of the Collect the Son has been named: Through the same, etc.; if the
mention of the Son occurs at the end: Who liveth and reignsth with Thee and the
Holy Ghost, etc. If the Holy Ghost has been named, in the ending is said: I» the
unity of the same Holy Ghost.

‘When many Collects are said, the first only shall end: Through Jesus Christ,
ete., or otherwise, as above. The others shall be said without any ending at all,
except the last; but every Collect shall have Let us pray before it.

‘Whenever Proper Collects have been supplied by the Common Prayer-book, they
have here been inserted; but in cases where they were not taken from the Sarum
book, translations of the Sarum Collects are supplied in brackets, except with
regard to a few, the reproduction of which appeared undesirable. This note of
course applies to those parts of the book only wﬁch, ag stated in the Preface, are
translated from the Sarum Brevim’i.l

There are certain points in which it may seem more expedient to follow the
directions of the Reformed Roman Breviary, which are clearer, less elaborate, and

in more general present use. These are placed here first, for the use of those who
may prefer them ; it being noted that one use or the other must be wholly followed
in these particulars, as there are great discrepancies between the two.

1. Dientry oF FEAsTs. See tables of Concurrence and Occurrence.

2. DouBuiNg oF ANTIPHONS. The Antiphons to the Psalms at Lauds and
Vespers are doubled, as well as the Antiphons to the Canticles. The rubric in the
Paalter, p. 1, accords with this use.

3. Tar Orrice or THE DEaD. The Office of the Dead is said on the first day
Hunhml' %?’?3:. in every month, and on every Monday in Advent and Lent, but not in

4{ Festrvais In HoLy WEek. Any Feast occurring on any day in Holy

Week is deferred till the first day unhindered after Low Sunday.

NOTES ON CERTAIN POINTS (Sarum).

Apvent. If any Double Feast falls on Sunday, it is transferred to Monday,
and on Sunday are said first Vespers of the Feast. If on Monday, on Sunday are
said first Vespers of the Feast. If on Saturday, Vespers are of the Feast, except
the Saturday before Advent Sunday, when first Vespers are of Sunday. Any
Feast which is the Feast of the place is not transferred, but the whole Office is said
on its own day. On all Feasts in Advent a Memorial of the feria is made at Lauds
and Vespers.

CurisTMAS TIDE. Rubrics for Christmas and Epiphany are fully set down in
the text, except that it is to be noted, that if the Octave of Epiphany falls on
Sunday, the whole Office is of the Octave, of course with Memorial of Sunday.

If Candlemas Day falls on Sunday, the whole Office is of the Feast. If on
%londay, its first Vespers are said on Sunday. If on Saturday, Vespers are of the

east.

Lent. If the Annunciation falls on any Sunday, including Palm Sunday, it is
transferred to Monday, and in this case, and also when it falls on Monday, on
gunday are said first Vespers of the Feast. If it falls on Saturday, Vespers are of

unday.

Bu{ if it be the Feast of the place, the whole Office is said on its own day,
unless it be Palm Sunday, in which case it is transferred to Monday.

' If it falls on Wednesday in Holy Week, the Office is of the Feast, but its
second Vespers are superseded by first Vespers of Maundy Thursday.

On Tuesday in Holy Week, the Office of the Dead is said throughout, unless

revented by a Double Feast, in which case it is said, if possible, on the day before.
%o Feasts are celebrated on or after Thursday in Holy Week; but Double Feasts
are transferred to any convenient day after the Octave of Easter; Simple Feasts
are omitted for that year. .

On all Feasts in Lent, a Memorial of the Fast is made at Lauds and Vespers.
Lent Compline is never altered, except that on the Feast of the Annunciation, the
Hymn is sung with the proper doxology.

Tenesr®. Twenty four candles are set before the Altar and lighted before
Matins on Maundy Thursday, according to the number of Prophets and Apostles.
One is extinguished at the beginning of each Antiphon and R}., to signify the cruelty
of the Jews towards the Prophets and Apostles. While the fifth Antiphon at Lauds
is being sung a light is hidden where it cannot be seen, and after the sinlging of the
fifth Antiphon 41l the lights throughout the Church are extinguished. For further
rubrics concerning the Tenebrs Office, see Proper of Seasons.
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Easter ToE includes the season from Easter Day till Nones on Saturday in Whit-
sun Week inclusive. Any Double Feast occurring in Easter Week, or on the three
days preceding, is transferred to a convenient day after the Octave. Simple Feasts
are omitted for that year. This same order serves for Whitsun Week. If a Double
Feast occurs on Low Sunday, it is transferred to Monday. If on Rogation Sunday,
it is kept. But Simple Feasts occurring on either of these Sundays are transferred.
If any Double Feast is to be kept on the morrow of Low Sunday, or of Rogation
Sunday, Vespers on Sunday are of the Feast. No Memorials of ferias are made in
Easter tide on any Double Feast, except when such falls on Rogation Monday or
the Vigil of the Ascension, in which case Memorial is made of the Fast at Lauds
only, before other Memorials. If a Simple Feast occurs on either of these days, it
is observed only by a Memorial made at Lauds. The Memorials of the Resurrection
are said on Sunday, whether the Office be of Sunday or of a Feast, except on the
Invention of the Cross. Easter Compline does not change for Festivals, except
in the doxology of the Hymn on the Annunciation.

Viciss.. [The Office of a Vigil, according to Rome, is that of the feria, with
proper Collect, unless otherwise ordered in the Proper Offices. See Rubric in
Common of Vigils, p. 331. If a Feast, having a Vigil, falls on Monday, the Vigil
Office is said on Saturday, and no notice is taken of it on Sunday. When a Feast
falls on the Vigil of another Feast, a Memorial of the Vigil is made at Lauds.]
The vigils observed in Sarum are those of the Epiphany, 8. John Baptist, SS. Peter
and Paul, 8. James, S. Lawrence, the Repose of the Blessed Virgin Mary,
gilBarthoIomew, SS. Simon and Jude, All Saints, 8. Andrew, S. Thomas, and

ristmas.

Orrice or THE DEap. The Office of the Dead* is said on every feria through
Advent till Christmas Eve, from the morrow of the Octave of Epiphany till Tuesda
in Holy Week inclusive, and from the morrow of Trinity Sunday till Advent, wi
this exception, that it is never said on Double Feasts, or through their Octaves.

Simpie FEasts. On Simple Feasts the Antiphons and Psalms at First Vespers
are of the feria, and the Proper Office begins at the Chapter, continuing till Nones
inclusive on the day following.

Ocraves. When a Feast is kept with an Octave, the Office of the Feast, begin-
ning at Lauds, is said for the six following days, with these exceptions:—at Lauds
the five Psalms are said under the first Antiphon. The Antiphons to Benedictus
and to Magnificat at Vespers are taken from among the Antiphons to Psalms
at first Vespers, unless otherwise provided for. At Vespers the Psalms of the
second Vespers of the day are said with the Antiphons at Lauds. The K. is not
sai

d.

But if Sunday falls within the Octave, at first Vespers are said Psalms of second
Vespers with the first Antiphon of Lauds; all the rest as at first Vespers of the
Feast, except that the Ry. is not said. Lauds is said as through the Octave.
Second Vespers is said as on the Feast, except that the Ry. is not said.

On the Bctave day, all is said as on the first day, except that at first Vespers the
Psalms are all said under the first Antighon ; and no Ry. is said at either Vespers.

The Festivals intended to be said with Octaves, as contained in this book,
besides those set down in the Psalter, are: Corpus Christi, S. John Baptist,
88. Peter and Paul, the Visitation, the Holy Name, the Repose of the Blessed
Virgin Mary, All Saints.

* Vespers, one Nooturn, and Lauds: Noct. 1 on Monday and Thursday, Noct. 2 on Tuesda
and Friday, Noct. 3 on Weénesday and Saturday : but, if festivals intervene, so arranging as, if
possible, to get the 3 Nocts. said once in the course of the week.

OF SAYING OFFICE.

The bell being rung for the commencement of the Office, all rise, make the
sign of the Cross, and sag in silence the Lord’s Prayer (and if it be so ordered, the
Angelic Salutation and Creed). The officiant then begins aloud, (signing himself
with the Cross,) ¥. “ 0 God, make s[fed," ete., and the Office proceeds. (In Lent,
all kneel till the officiant begins the ¥.) The Alleluia following the Gloria
is said by all together. In Christmas and Easter tides the whole Office is said
standing. At other times, those not engaged in singing are permitted to sit during
the Psalms; the ferial Petitions and other Prayers are said kneeling, the priest, if
present, alone standing where it is so noted in the Psalter. All stand during the
recital of the three Gospel Canticles. The H , when not sung, are said
antiphonally. The Psalms are repeated antiphonally, whether said or sung, in this
manner ;:—the first half of the first verse of each Psalm is said by the officiant; the
whole choir joins him in the second half; after which the even verses are said on
the Cantoris, and the uneven on the Decani side. But when Psalms occur amongst
the Petitions, they are not so said, but the officiant says the first half of each verse,
and the congregation the other half. Antiphons are said in this manner: 1. Before
the Psalm or Canticle, the officiant says or sings the first two or three words alone,
and the Psalm is then begun. 2. Afterwards he again begins the Ant. alone, and
the choir joins in for the remainder. But when an Ant. is doubled, it is said
or sung before the Psalm or Canticle according to rule 2. After, the whole is said
or sung by the choir.

The manner of saying the Ry. differs at Vespers and at the Little Hours. At
Vespers, the officiant says the first few words, and the choir take up the rest.
At the hours, (i.e. Tierce, Sexts, Nones) the officiant says the whole of the first
sentence, and the choir repeats it all afterwards; except in Lent, when the rule is
the same as at Vespers.

The Lord’s Prayer and Apostles’ Creed are said wholly in silence wherever they
occur in Office.

The Confessions and Absolutions are said in a low voice. .

The organ is not used during Lent, except on Sundays and on Maundy

ursday.

Space does not allow us here to dwell on the spiritual meaning which underlies
the whole Office, and so richly repays investigation. We conclude in the words of
the “ Myrroure of our Ladye”: *Though this be true after the spiritual meaning,

et after the letter the changing that is in God’s service from one thing to another,
18 ordained to let it drive away your dulness, that ye should not wax tedious and
weary, but gladly and joyfully, not in vain joy, but in joy of spiritual devotion,
continue in God’s service. Therefore sometime ye sing, sometime ye read, some-
time ye hear; now one alone, now twain together, now all. Sometime ye sit,
sometime ye stand, sometime ye incline, sometime ye kneel, now toward the Altar,
now toward the choir. And all to the praising of our Lord Jesus Christ; and so to
exercise the body to the quickening of the soul, that all such bodily observances
should not be found without cause of ghostly understanding. Now join to all this
the fruit of that thing that is sung and read, and thereto the fellowship of the
Angels among you in time of God's service, and most of all the marvellous and
unspeakable presence of God Himself, from Whom our Lady is not far, and see
whether it be not nigh another Heaven to serye and praise in the choir.”

But beforsa Festivalin Lent,
at Nones of the Vigil, the thres last
Psalms are said, namely, Psalm cii.,
Domine exaudi, Psalm cxxx., De pro-
fundis, and Psalm cxliii., Domine ex-
audi; that they may be completed before
the First Vespers of the Festival.

They are apposinted to be said consecutively,
after Sexts on Ash- Wednesday, before
the blessing of ashes, and the ejection
of penitents; after Nones on Maundy
Thursday, at the reconciliation of peni-
tents; and on Rogation Monday after
Nones.

[Aecording to the Roman use, which some
may prefer, the seven Psalms are mot

said daily, but only onm Fridays in

Lent, with Litany, after Lauds. (The
